At least 14 people have been killed in an Israeli airstrike on a home in the
Al-Zaytoun neighborhood of Gaza City.

The United Nations has accused Israel of blocking the distribution of
remaining food and aid supplies in Gaza warehouses, while reiterating that
the fate of nine of its workers remains unknown.

Since October 7, 2023, Israel has killed 50,208 Palestinians and injured
113,910 others, the majority of whom are women and children, according
to the Palestinian Ministry of Health in Gaza.
